1 tsp maple syrup
1/2 cup oats
1  1/2 cup almond milk, unsweetened or milk of
choice
1/4 cup chia seeds
2 Tbs walnuts, raw, chopped optional

Prep

1. In a food processor whip together the banana, cinnamon, and maple
syrup.

Make
1. In a bowl, combine the banana whip mixture with the oats, chia seeds,

and almond milk. Mix to combine. Divide oats mixture between two
mason jars or containers. Top with walnuts, if using.

2. Cover and store in the refrigerator overnight.
3. Stir in additional milk to thin if necessary.
